DOCTRINE 7. Only respecting God's commandments can bring about peace in society, not political parties.
SOLUTIONS 8. To bring mankind back to submission to God requires the restoration of all things in Christ.
9. Christ can only be found through the Church, which is necessary for salvation.
10. Bishops must be vigilant in the formation of priests, who must imitate the works of Christ

11. Bishops must ensure sound doctrine and good morals and ordain only worthy candidates.
PRACTICE 12. Both the educated and uneducated are susceptible to error due to widespread ignorance.
FOR FAITHFUL |13.Only charitable correction can bring souls back to God, rather than excessive harshness.
14. Laity must take action, openly profess the faith, and frequent the sacraments.
